My passion for advancing the idea of “care and counsel as mission” is an integration of two major parts of my life for the past twenty five years: building bridges between Christian ministry resources and human need around the globe and working as a clinical psychologist. I have a varied educational background including a degree in civil engineering (Tufts), seminary training (Gordon-Conwell), a Ph.D. in Education (Claremont) and a Ph.D. in Clinical Psychology (with an emphasis in sociocultural, ethnic, and minority issues) from the University of Massachusetts – Boston.

In the 1980s, I worked for the Mission Advanced and Research Center (MARC) at World Vision International for seven years where, in partnership with the Lausanne Committee for World Evangelization, I coordinated the development of global networks of mission specialists. I was the Director of Participant Selection for the 1989 Lausanne II Congress in Manila and in that role managed and integrated the work of about a hundred national and regional committees that identified the 3,000 Christian leaders who attended the congress.

Since leaving World Vision in 1991, I’ve had a private practice in the Boston area and taught part time at a University of Massachusetts and Tufts Medical School. For ten years, I’ve also taught and consulted at theological schools in Croatia, Romania, and Ukraine. In 2007, The Lausanne Committee for World Evangelization invited me to be Coordinator of the Care and Counsel as Mission Interest Group. Last summer, Gary Collins, Fred Gingrich and I launched a new consulting group called Counsel International (www.careandcounsel.org).

My wife of thirty-four years, Amy, is a nursing professor at the University of Massachusetts Boston. Our twenty-five year old son Nate recently returned from a two year teaching assignment in Japan. We’re delighted that he’s living with us for a while as he takes courses at Harvard preparing for grad school in peace psychology.  I’m ordained with the American Baptist Churches/USA and we are members of International Community Church in Allston. We live in Reading, Massachusetts about 20 miles north of Boston.
