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REV. ROBSON GOMES’ RELEASE

Rev. Robson Gomes is 48 years old, married to Juliane, and they have 3 daughters, Priscila, Aline and Vivian, who are 24, 23, and 15 years old. Aline, the middle one, is married with Alessandro.

He has a Master of Divinity (M.Div) and Master of Theology (Th.M) in Pastoral Care, from Union Theological Seminary, in Richmond, Virginia, USA, and He is the founder and president of the Brazilian Association of Christian Counseling (ABRACE). The ABRACE is currently in hiatus.

He pastors a local Church called Igreja Presbiteriana Buritis, in the city of Belo Horizonte, Minas Gerais state, Brasil.
Robson teaches Pastoral Theology in some seminaries in Belo Horizonte, and He gives speeches on Pastoral Care in many places in Brazil. He is a guest professor at Universidade Presbiteriana Mackenzie, in São Paulo, for the graduate program in Counseling, program which he helped to develop.

He is a second carrier pastor and, besides his formation in theology, he has two bachelor degrees by Pontifícia Universidade Católica de Minas Gerais (Catholic University of Minas Gerais) in Accounting (1984) and Business Administration (1985). He was employed by large car company in a manager position in Human Resources before he dedicated himself exclusively to pastoral ministry.
Through his life and ministry two churches, one Christian school and two Non Profitable Organization were planted, and he continues with his visionary spirit enlarging and promoting growth in his local church in order to lead it to be a missional church for the 7 days of the week, serving the community around it.

He concentrates his efforts to promote the healthy growth of his ministries, which includes a Presbyterian school in Belo Horizonte (Colégio Presbiteriano de Belo Horizonte), Silver Ring Thing Brazil (a ministry for abstinence for teenagers), Lighthouse Project (a drug prevent program for teenagers), and a Presbyterian College (which will operate in 2010). He also sees people for counseling regularly, serving the community and surrounding, specially pastors and their families.

He is now investing time on writing three books: Gender Issues, Children Education and Counseling through Brazilian perspective.
